v Water plug trays prior to layout.

v Push plug out of tray from the base and plant directly in ground.

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‘ v Avoid walking and using heavy equipment on site as much as possible.

Compacted soil is every plant’s enemy.
v Experienced contractors can generally plant 2-3 flats/person/hour
(not including layout or auguring).
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v Recommended planting tools: earth augur or power drill with 3” augur
